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Your adventure into the chasm will begin with a casual walk to a magni�cent view of Elephant’s Head – one of our most famous rock formations.  After 

enjoying this spectacular view you will then continue by crossing the Ausable River via the Route 9 Bridge and entering our network of trails (3+ miles 
of trails now open) through the Chasm Gatehouse Entrance.  You will be walking in the midst of a primeval Adirondack forest for this portion of 

your adventure – peering down into the chasm from various overlooks and vistas.  After a half-mile walk from the Gatehouse you will arrive at a 
trail junction that will provide you with two options: 1) descend into the depths of the chasm and walk along our legendary Inner Sanctum trail 
or 2) continue along the top of the chasm on our newly constructed Rim Walk.  Most guests that are physically able choose to descend into the 
Chasm as the sights within are one-of-a-kind and certainly not to be missed.  You’ll be treated to many curious rock formations within the chasm 
(all made accessible by the many stairs, bridges, and vistas) and enjoy the up-close sounds of the Ausable River as it continues to carve its path 

through layers of sandstone.  If you choose the Rim Walk you’ll be treated to a true birds-eye view of this geologic wonder.  The Rim Walk trail 
now winds all the way to the Raft Landing (since 2006) allowing guests the opportunity to see the entire chasm by foot.  A complimentary trolley 

or shuttle bus is available for returning back to the Welcome Center from either the Table Rock Area or the Raft Landing Area.

�(�V�F�T�U�T���T�F�F�L�J�O�H���N�P�S�F���B�E�W�F�O�U�V�S�F and river-level views of the chasm can opt to take a scenic 
raft or tube adventure through the lower section of the chasm.  These adventures begin from Table Rock and wind 

through the narrowest and deepest portion of the chasm, the Grand Flume, and conclude at the very end of the 
chasm.  Guides will discuss various topics (geology, history, rock formations, etc) while aboard one of our rafts or 
enjoy the cool waters of the Ausable River on one of our river �oat tubes at your own pace.  Guests must be 30lbs 
(about 2 years old) to take the raft adventure and 48” tall to tube (must also be good swimmers for tubing).  After 
your trip you can hop aboard our trolley or shuttle bus for returning to the Welcome Center or keep exploring 

by walking along our Rim Walk.  You can walk all the way back through the Gatehouse or just to the Table Rock 
Area near the Grand Flume Bridge where you will �nd another trolley stop.  Upon returning, make sure to visit our 

large gift shop for souvenirs and gifts and grab a bite to eat at the Chasm Café where you’ll �nd a wide assortment of 
food items to please anyone.
